Notes on time setting:
When setting the hands, first set them to 8 time a few minutes earher than the

correct time, and then advance them to the exact time.

Notes on calendar setting:

Do not change the day or the date between 9:00 p.m. and 4:00 a.m.

Turn the hands past the 12 o'clock marker to getermine whether the watch is set
for the AM. or P.M. period. If the calendar changes when the hour hand passes
the 12 o'clock marker, the time is set for AM. If the calendar does not change,

the time is set for .M.
It is necessary to adjust the date at the end of February and 30-0ay months.

If “WATER RESISTANT is not
inscribed on the case back, your
watch is not water resistant, and
care should be taken not to get it
wet as water may damage the movement. If
the watch becomes wet, we suggest that you
have it checked by an AUTHORIZED PULSAR

Fressure in bar is a test pressure and should not be considerad as comesponding
to actual diving depth since swimming movement tends to increase the
pressure at a given depth. Care should also be taken on diving into water.

TEMPERATURES

Your watch works with
stable accuracy within a
temperature range of 5 °C
and 35°C {41 *Fand 895 ° F).

Do not leave your watch in
very low temperatures below -5 °C (+23
*F) for a long time since the cold may
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cause a slight time loss or gain.
However, the above conditions will be
corrected when the watch returns to
normal temperature.
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(CARE OF CASE AND BRACELET ) (MAGNETISM )

To prevent possible rusting
of the case and bracelet
caused by dust, moisture and
perspiration, wipe them
periodically with a soft dry
cloth

Before diving, theref: be sure to the watch to light under the conditions
specified above, so that it fully absorbs and stores light energy. Otherwise, use the
watch together with an underwater flashlight.
