In the case the crown is of the screw-lock type, loosen the screw by turning the
crown to the left before operating the crown, and after having returned the crown
to the normal position following operation, turn the crown to the right while push-

Cleaning the Watch

» To clean a metal, plastic, or rubber watchband, wash away dirt with mild soap
and water. Use a soft brush to remove dust and dirt jammed in the gaps in the
metal band. If your watch is not water-resistant, take it to your dealer. .
