(You cannot
watch the TV in complete darkness.) Because the headphone cord
also functions as a line antenna, it can be readily adjusted until the
best reception is obtained.

In addition to VHF and UHF TV programs, the TV WATCH also
receives FM stereo broadcasts.

Installing The Batteries

The receiver is powered by two “AA"
(IEC designation R6) batteries. They
are installed as follows:

(1) Remove the battery compartment
lid on the back side of the receiver
by sliding it in the direction of
the arrow.

Insert two “AA" size batteries into
the compartment, matching the
polarity of the + and — signs
(see illustration). Make sure that
tho voatrre sine2 o fire?, bt
Yorapien o st v
(Remember to place the ribbon
under the batteries to facilitate
easy removal.)
