Tips

In on-the-wrist mode, the lemperature is indicaled by automatically compensating both

external and body temperatures and therefore, there will be a slight eror in readings

under certain conditions {for instance, clothes, body tlemperat etc.}

The offtthe-wrist mode is recommendable where accuracy is critical.
