Crown Operations
Some water-resistant models (100 meters, 200 meters)
have a screw-in crown. When you need to perform a crown
operation, rotate it towards you to unscrew it.

The stopwatch measures elapsed time in 1/10-second increments up to 59 minutes,
59.9 seconds.
