1. When setting the hour digits, check that
AM/PM is properly set. Only "PM" mark is
displayed. For the AM setting, there is no
indication.

2. When the time function Is displayed in the
24-hour indication, the alarm will also be
displayed in the 24-hour indication,

3. If the watch Is left untouched In the TIME
SETTING display with the digits flashing, it

Engagement/disengagement of the alarm

mark appears, When It is disengaged, the
mark disappears.

* At the designated time, the alarm rings for
20 seconds.

Turning on/off of the hourly time signal

+ With each press of buitons "A" and "C" In
the CALENDAR or TIME mode, the hourly
time signal Is turned on and off alternately.

+ With a full charge, LORUS LUMIBRITE
watches glow in the dark hours longer than
conventional luminous watches of fhis type.
If exposed to a light of more than 500 lux
(i.e., the brightness of a typical office) for
approximately 10 minutes, or direct sunlight
for 2 minutes, they will glow for hours,

* Since LORUS LUMIBRITE watches emit the
light they store, the brightness will decrease
gradually over time. The length of fime they
will glow may alsc differ slightly depending
on such factors as the brightness of and
distance from the light source used to
charge the watch.

B BATTERY CHANGE

The miniature battery SEIKO SR927W, Maxell
SRO2TW or SONY SR927W which powers your
watch should last approximately 3 years.
However, because it is inserted at the factory,
the actual life of the battery once in your
possassion may be less than 3 years.

Be sure to replace the battery to prevent any
possible malfunction as soon as it runs down.
To replace the battery we recommend taking
the watch to a local watch repair shop.

Note: If the alarm Is used for more than 20
seconds a day. the hourly time signal
more than 24 times a day. the
stopwatch more than once a day
and/or the illuminating light for mare
than 1 second a day, the battery life
may be less than the specified period.

Your watch is preadjusted so that constant
accuracy may be insured at normal tempera-
ture.
