SR927W or SONY SR927W or EVEREADY

399, which powers your watch should last

approximately 3 years, However, because |t

Is inserted at the factory, the actual life of the

battery once in your possession may be less

than 3 years.

Be sure fo replace the battery to prevent any
ossible malfunction as soon as it runs down.
o replace the battery we recommend taking

the watch to a local watch repair shop.

Notes:

1. If the stopwatch is used for more than 2
hours a day and/or the alarm rings for more
than 20 seconds a day, the battery life may
be less than the specified period.

2, After the battery Is replaced with a new
one, set the time/calendar and alarm and
adjust the stopwatch hand position.
