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TELEMEMO MODE

Mode indicator The Telememo Mode lets you store up to 20 pairs of
name and telephone number data. Data is automati-
cally sorted into alphabetic order based on the name
data.

To input Telememo data

1. Use (® to enter the Telememo Mode.

2. In the Telememo Mode, press © untit the new

data display (left figure) appears.

« If there is no Telememo data stored in memory yet,
the new data display appears as soon as you en-
ter the Telememo Mode. If the new data display
does not appear, it means that memory is full. To
store more data, you first have to delete some of
the data.

3. Hotd down © until the flashing cursor appears on the dispiay.

How the Telememo Mode displays data

All of the Telememo data for each item cannot appear on the display at one time, so the
display automatically changes in the following sequence.

To scroll through Telememo data

In the Telememo Mode, press © to scroll forward through stored data.

« If there is still room for more data, the new data display appears when you press ©
while the last data item is displayed. If the new data display does not appear, it means
that memory is full.

« The data item that is displayed when you exit the Telememo Mode will be the first data
to appear when you enter the Telememo Mode again.

To edit Telememo data
1. In the Telememo Mode, scroll through the data items and display the one you want to
edit

2. Hold down © until the flashing cursor appears on the display.

3. Use (©) to move the cursor to the character you want to change.

4. Use (8) to select the character you want.

« See steps 5 through 9 under “To input Telememo data” for details.

5. After editing the data, press © until the message “SORT" appears for about three

seconds.

« This indicates that data is being sorted into alphabetical order according to the names.
After the sort operation is complete, the display returns to the normal Telememo Mode
display (without a cursor).

« If you do not operate any button for a few minutes while the cursor is flashing on the
display, the flashing stops and the watch automatically returns to the normal Telememo
Mode display.

To delete a Telememo item

1. In the Telememo Mode, scroll through the name data and display the one you want to
delete.

2. Hold down (©) until the cursor appears on the display.

3. Hold down (8 and (© until the message “CLR" appears on the display.

« “CLR" indicates that the item is deleted. Next, the new data display appears.

« It you want to input more data, start from step 4 under “To input Telememo data”.

WORLD TIME MODE

Use the World Time Mode to find out the current time in any one of 26 time zones around

the world.

When you set the time for any time zone, all other zones are adjusted accordingly.

« In the World Time Mode, the display automatically switches between the city code and
the time in that zone.

» For full information on city codes, see the “City Code Table” at the end of this manual.

To set the World Time

1. Use (B to enter the World Time Mode.

2. In the World Time Mode, scroll through the World
Time zones by pressing © to find the time zone
whose time you want to set.

3. Hold down © until the DST on/off indicator (“ON" = on / “OFF" = off) begins to flash

While the hour or minutes digits are selected (flashing), press (B to increase the
number. Holding down (B increases the number at high speed.

While the 12/24-hour format is selected, press (B) to switch between 12-hour and 24-
hour format.

. After you set the 12/24-hour format, press ©) to return to the normal World Time
Mode (the display automatically switches between the city code and the current time
in that zone).

« If you do not operate any button for a few minutes while any of the above selection is
flashing, the display automatically goes back to the normat World Time Mode.

About daylight saving time (summer time)

With daylight saving time, clocks are set one hour later in order to better take advantage
of daylight hours during the summer, when days are longer. Whether or not daylight
saving time is used depends on the country you are in.

ALARM MODE

When the Daily Alarm is switched on, the alarm
sounds for 20 seconds at the preset time each day.
Press any button to stop the alarm atter it starts to
sound.

When the Hourly Time Signal is switched on, the
watch beeps every hour on the hour.

AUTO DISPLAY FUNCTION

The Auto Display function of this watch continually changes the contents of the digital
display. Note that you cannot use any of the watch's other functions while the Auto
Display function is operating.

To turn the Auto Display on

Hold down for about three seconds in any mode
besides the World Time Mode until the watch beeps.
To turn the Auto Display off

Hold down (B for about three seconds until the watch
beeps. The display changes to show the Timekeep-
ing Mode month/date/day of the week.

The Auto Display tunction cannot be performed while you are making settings (i.e. while
digits or other settings are flashing on the display).
