d} NET TIME MEASUREMENT IN LAP/SPLIT TIME

After pressing @to stop timing in lap/split time measurement, press ®1o restart and the
lap/split time can be measured continuously.

*The memory is not cleared until timing is restarted.
Example: Time 10 runners who start a 20 kilometer race at the same time.
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Each time the ®button is pressed, the times stored are displaved from
the first to the last while measuring.
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
